This bill increases the limits set by 2009 House Bill No. 1003 for the amounts to bill the Fire & Tornado Fund and the 
Petroleum Release Compensation Fund for Fire Marshal services.  2011 Senate Bill No. 2003 removes the biennium 
fee limitation.

This bill increases the amount to be charged to the Fire & Tornado Fund for Fire Marshal services by $140,000, which 
is the additional amount anticipated to be billed for the remainder of the 2009-11 biennium.

This bill also increases the amount to be charged to the Petroleum Release Compensation Fund for Fire Marshal 
services by $60,000, which is the additional amount anticipated to be billed for the remainder of the 2009-11 
biennium.
