Like us, Representative Giffords had served as a state legislator in both the Arizona House 
and Senate, and her path to public service had crossed closely with a former member of our 
own chamber. We condemn the senseless violence against a fellow legislator so dedicated 
to civil public discourse. 

On behalf of all North Dakotans, our thoughts and prayers are with the families of the victims 
of the horrific attack. Let us pray that such tragedies cease to be.
