BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

A petition may not be circulated under the authority of article Il of the Constitution of

North Dakota or section 44-08-21 by an individual whe-isless-than-eighteenyearsof

isHess-than-eighteen-years-ofage-atthe-time-of signingunless the individual is a

qualified elector who has been a resident of the state for at least threetwo years-and-

statewide-elections—netineluding-any-speeial-election. All petitions circulated under the

authority of the constitution and of this section must be circulated in their entirety.

SECTION 5. APPLICATION - CONSTITUTIONALITY. This Act applies to any petition

approved for circulation after the effective date of this Act. If the constitutionality of any provision

of this Act is challenged, the supreme court shall have and exercise exclusive original

jurisdiction over the matter.
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
