AN ACT to amend and reenact section 43-36-10 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to
application requirements for registration as a professional soil classifier; and to provide for a
legislative management study.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 43-36-10 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended and
reenacted as follows:

43-36-10. General requirements for registration - Professional soil classifier.

To be eligible for registration as a professional soil classifier or certification as a soil
classifier-in-training, an applicant must be of good character and reputation and shall submit a written
application to the board containing such information as the board may require, together with fivethree
references, threeone of which must be from a professional soil elassifiersclassifier having personal
knowledge of the applicant's soil classifying experience; or in the case of an application for certification
as a soil classifier-in-training, by three character references.

SECTION 2. PROFESSIONAL SOIL CLASSIFIERS - LEGISLATIVE MANAGEMENT STUDY. The
legislative management shall consider studying those provisions of the North Dakota Century Code that
relate to professional soil classifiers, including their qualifications and examinations, and the powers
and duties of the state board of registration for professional soil classifiers, for the purpose of
recommending changes to laws that are irrelevant, inconsistent, illogically arranged, or unclear in their
intent and direction. The legislative management shall report its findings and recommendations,
together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to the sixty-fourth legislative
assembly.
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
