AN ACT to provide an appropriation to the state department of health for a loan repayment program for 
dentists in public health and nonpublic dental clinics.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the general fund in the 
state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $180,000, or so much of the sum as may be 
necessary,  to  the state department  of  health  for  the  purpose of  defraying the  expenses of  a  loan 
repayment program for dentists who practice in a public health setting or nonprofit dental clinic using a 
sliding fee schedule to bill patients, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2013, and ending June 30, 2015.
