SENATE BILL NO. 2185

AN ACT to create and enact a new subsection to section 52-01-03 of the North Dakota Century Code, 
relating to job service North Dakota sharing data with the attorney general for the purpose of 
offender registration compliance.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new subsection to section 52-01-03 of the North Dakota Century Code is created 
and enacted as follows:

The  bureau  shall  enter  into  a  data  sharing  agreement  with  the  attorney  general  for  the 
purpose of monitoring individuals who are required to register as sexual offenders or offenders 
against children. Under such agreement,  the bureau may furnish unemployment insurance 
employee or claimant contact information and the names and addresses of the employers for 
whom the employee or claimant has worked.
