AN ACT to provide for  a legislative management  study related to providing natural  gas service  to 
underserved communities in this state.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION  1.  LEGISLATIVE  MANAGEMENT  STUDY  -  NATURAL  GAS  SERVICE  IN 
UNDERSERVED COMMUNITIES. The  legislative  management  shall  consider  studying,  during  the 
2015-16 interim, issues related to providing natural  gas service to underserved communities in this 
state from available natural gas not otherwise committed in main gas transmission lines near those 
underserved communities. The legislative management shall report its findings and recommendations, 
together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to the sixty-fifth legislative 
assembly.
