AN ACT to provide for a legislative management study of the formation of community facilities districts 
for public improvements.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1.  LEGISLATIVE  MANAGEMENT STUDY -  COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICTS. 
During  the  2015-16  interim,  the  legislative  management  shall  consider  studying  the  formation  of 
community  facilities  districts  for  public  improvements.  The  legislative  management  shall  report  its 
findings  and  recommendations,  together  with  any  legislation  required  to  implement  the 
recommendations, to the sixty-fifth legislative assembly.
