h. Include the planned number of members who will constitute the
board of the new district and the manner in which the members are
to be elected;

i. Address plans regarding student transportation;

j- Identify other governmental entities, including multidistrict special
education units and area career and technology centers, which may
provide services to the new district;

k. Include the taxable valuation and per student valuation of each
participating district and the taxable valuation and per student
valuation of the new district;
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[.  Include the amount of all bonded and other indebtedness incurred by
each participating district;

m. Include the current budget for each participating school district
together with:

(1) The district's estimated ending fund balance; and

(2) Alist of the district's anticipated expenditures for goods and
services, whether in a single transaction or in multiple

transactions, if the total value of the goods or services exceeds
three thousand dollars;

Address the planned disposition of all property, assets, debts, and
liabilities of each participating district, taking into consideration
section 15.1-12-18;

A-0. Include a proposed budget for the new district and a proposed
general fund levy and any other levies, provided that tax levies
submitted to and approved by the state board as part of a
reorganization plan are not subject to mill levy limitations otherwise
provided by law;

e:p. Include the official name of the new district, which must include the

phrase "school district" or "public school district" and which may

include no more than two additional words;

p-q. Include the number of the new district, as assigned by the

Include any other information that the participating school districts
wish to have considered by the county committee or the state
board."
