The office of the adjutant general may borrow the sum of $3,000,000, or 
so much of the sum as may be necessary, from the Bank of North Dakota, for the 
purpose of providing a grant to a county that has experienced an emergency related 
to protest activities, for the period beginning with the effective date of this Act and 
ending June 30, 2019. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the proceeds of 
the loan authorized in this section are appropriated to the office of the adjutant 
general for the purpose of providing a grant to a county that has experienced an 
emergency related to protest activities, for the period beginning with the effective 
date of this Act and ending June 30, 2019. The grant funds must be used to 
reimburse the county for extraordinary personnel, equipment, and materials 
expenditures related to the protest activities which are not otherwise eligible for 
reimbursement by the state or federal government. The office of the adjutant general 
shall request from the legislative assembly a deficiency appropriation sufficient for 
the repayment of the amount borrowed plus interest."

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE OF AMENDMENT

This amendment provides an additional $3 million of borrowing and appropriation authority to 
the Adjutant General to provide grants to a county that has experienced an emergency 
related to protest activities. The Adjutant General may use the funding to reimburse the 
eligible county for extraordinary personnel, equipment, and materials expenditures related to 
protest activities which are not otherwise eligible for reimbursement by the state or federal 
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government.
