AN ACT to provide for a study of establishment of a medicaid fraud control unit and a report to the 
legislative management.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION  1.  MEDICAID  FRAUD  CONTROL  UNIT  STUDY  -  REPORT  TO  LEGISLATIVE 
MANAGEMENT. During the 2017-18 interim, the department of human services, with the cooperation of 
the  governor  and  the  attorney general,  shall  study the  feasibility  and  desirability  of  establishing a 
medicaid fraud control unit. Before August 1, 2018, the department of human services shall report to the 
legislative management the outcome of this study, together with any legislation required to implement 
the recommendations.
