AN ACT to  provide  for  a  legislative  management  study  of  hybrid  long-term care  partnership  plan 
insurance coverage.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION  1.  LEGISLATIVE  MANAGEMENT  STUDY  - HYBRID  LONG-TERM  CARE 
PARTNERSHIP  PLAN  INSURANCE  COVERAGE. During  the  2017-18  interim,  the  legislative 
management shall consider studying the feasibility and desirability of providing an income tax credit to 
individuals  for  premiums  for  hybrid  long-term  care  partnership  plan  insurance  coverage  and  the 
feasibility and desirability of incentivizing asset protection that may be equal to the amount paid out by 
the hybrid long-term care partnership plan. The legislative management shall report its findings and 
recommendations, together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to the 
sixty-sixth legislative assembly.
