A BILL for an Act to amend and reenact section 43-30-04 of the North Dakota Century Code, 

relating to private investigative services by armed personnel.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 43-30-04 of the North Dakota Century Code is 

amended and reenacted as follows:

43-30-04. Powers of the board.

1. The board shall establish by rule the qualifications and procedures for classifying, 

qualifying, licensing, bonding, and regulating persons providing private investigative 

and security services, including armed security personnel. The rules adopted under 

this section addressing qualifications of armed security personnel must recognize 

former members of the national guard, reserve, or regular armed forces of the United 

States as having met any related experience requirements. All rules adopted by the 

board and appeals therefrom must be in accordance with chapter 28-32.

2. The board may hire office personnel deemed necessary by it for carrying on its official 

duties and shall set the compensation to be paid to the personnel.
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
