The bill extends the driver license from six years to twelve.

No significant fiscal impact for the next two biennium, as we are in a new renewal cycle beginning in July 2017,
where we will renew most licenses in the next four years. However, in the 2021 biennium and beyond, revenue will
decline.

Beginning in 2021, renewals will be every twelve years, dropping average license revenue from 2.03M per year to
1.02M per year.
