BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new subdivision to subsection 2 of section 12-60-24 of the North Dakota Century
Code is created and enacted as follows:

The department of commerce for volunteers and employees providing services through
eligible organizations. as determined by the commissioner of commerce.

SECTION 2. A new subdivision to subsection 2 of section 12-60-24 of the North Dakota Century
Code is created and enacted as follows:

The state court administrator for a quardian ad litem who provides direct services to
youth.
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
