AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 19-20.1 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to fertilizer regulation by cities, counties, or townships.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 19-20.1 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and
enacted as follows:

Fertilizer regulation and use - Preemption - Prohibition.

Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, a city, county, or township may not enact new

ordinances or resolutions requlating or prohibiting the registration, labeling. distribution, sale, handling,
use, or application of fertilizer. This section does not preempt or otherwise limit the authority of a city,
county. or township to adopt and enforce fire codes or hazardous waste disposal restrictions.
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
