AN ACT to provide for a legislative management study to examine the desirability and feasibility of
creating a state wetlands bank.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE MANAGEMENT STUDY - STATE WETLANDS BANK. During the
2017-18 interim, the legislative management shall consider studying the desirability and feasibility of
creating a state wetlands bank. The study must include consultation with stakeholders to examine land
parcels under the control and management of the state which are suitable for wetlands mitigation. The
legislative management shall report its findings and recommendations, together with any legislation
required to implement the recommendations, to the sixty-sixth legislative assembly.
