A concurrent resolution directing the Legislative Management to consider studying the
estimated fiscal impact to the state of refracturing existing oil wells.

WHEREAS, the state provides tax incentives related to other energy resources to promote
economic development; and

WHEREAS, research by the Energy and Environmental Research Center indicated a small
increase in the percentage of oil recovered can result in billions of barrels of additional oil
production;

NORTH DAKOTA, THE SENATE CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the Legislative Management consider studying the estimated fiscal impact to the state
of refracturing existing oil wells, including the estimated costs and benefits related to tax
collections and any potential tax incentives for refracturing existing oil wells; and

recommendations, together with any legislation required to implement the recommendations, to
