AN ACT to amend and reenact subsection 2 of section 4.1-31-01 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to the inclusion of domesticated rabbits in the definition of animal for meat inspection.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 2 of section 4.1-31-01 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

2. "Animal" includes cattle, swine, sheep, goats, farmed cervidae, llama, horses, equines, bison,
other large domesticated animals, domesticated rabbits, and poultry.
