HOUSE BILL NO. 1306

A BILL for an Act to amend and reenact sections 15-01-01 and 54-17-02 of the North Dakota
Century Code, relating to membership of the board of university and school lands and the

industrial commission; to provide an effective date; and to provide a contingent effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 15-01-01 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

15-01-01. Board - Membership - Officers.

The governor, secretary of state, state treasurer, atternrey-generaltax commissioner, and
superintendent of public instruction shalt constitute the "board of university and school lands".
The governor must be the chairman, the secretary of state must be the vice chairman, and the
commissioner of university and school lands must be the secretary of the board. In the absence
of the commissioner at any meeting of the board, the deputy commissioner of university and
school lands shall act as secretary. When acting as the board of university and school lands, the
members of the board shall act in person and may not be represented by any assistant, clerk,
or deputy.

SECTION 2. AMENDMENT. Section 54-17-02 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

54-17-02. Industrial commission - Members - Quorum - Meetings.

The industrial commission of North Dakota shall-eensistconsists of the governor, the

atterney-generalsecretary of state, and the agriculture commissioner. The governor and one

member constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. The meetings of the commission

must be held at such times and places as the governor or a majority of the commission may

determine. HThe commission must be provided by-the-preper-autherities-with suitably furnished

offices at the seat of government.
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SECTION 3. EFFECTIVE DATE. Section 2 of this Act becomes effective January 1, 2023.

SECTION 4. CONTINGENT EFFECTIVE DATE. Section 1 of this Act is contingent on the
passage of House Concurrent Resolution No. by the sixty-sixth legislative assembly and
approval of that resolution by the electors of this state. If section 1 of this Act takes effect, it

becomes effective January 1, 2023.
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
