BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. UNIVERSITY OF NORTH DAKOTA SCHOOL OF MEDICINE 
AND HEALTH SCIENCES STUDY- HYPERBARIC OXYGEN THERAPY. During the 
2019 -21 biennium, the university of North Dakota school of medicine and health 
sciences may design and implement a study of the efficacy of hyperbaric oxygen 
therapy in treating brain injuries.

SECTION 2. APPROPRIATION. There is appropriated out of any moneys in 
the general fund in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of 
$100,000, or so much of the sum as may be necessary, to the university of North 
Dakota school of medicine and health sciences for the purpose of a study of 
hyperbaric oxygen therapy, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2019, and ending 
June 30, 2021. The funds appropriated in this section may be spent only to the 
extent the university of North Dakota school of medicine and health sciences 
receives two dollars of matching funds from nonstate sources for each one dollar 
provided from the general fund."
