Senate Bill 2249 amends NDCC 57-51.1-07.5 to adjust the amount of revenues that may be deposited into the state
disaster relief fund through the state's share of oil and gas taxes.

Section 1 of the bill amends the state disaster relief bucket to allow for up to twenty million dollars ($20M) to be
deposited into the fund, but not in an amount that would bring the unobligated balance of the fund to more than
twenty million dollars ($20M).

The current statute has both the total allowable deposit and the unobligated cap of the fund at fifteen million dollars
($15M).

Increasing the allowable deposit from $15M to $20M along with increasing the unobligated cap by the same could,
potentially, allow an additional $5M to be deposited into the state disaster relief fund each biennium.

The amount of additional revenue to the state disaster relief fund, if any, would depend on the unobligated balance
of the fund at the time this bucket is reached in the oil and gas tax distribution formula. The current fund balance is
just over $20M.
