AN ACT to amend and reenact subsection 2 of section 39-08-20 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to driving without liability insurance.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 2 of section 39-08-20 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

2. Upon being stopped by a law enforcement officer for the purpose of enforcing or investigating
the possible violation of an ordinance or state law, the person driving the motor vehicle shall
provide to the officer upon request satisfactory evidence, including written or electronic proof
of insurance, of the policy required under this section. If unable to comply with the request,
that person may be charged with a violation of this section. If that person produces
satisfactory evidence, including written or electronic proof of insurance, of a valid policy of
liability insurance in effect at the time of the alleged violation of this section to the office of the
court-under-which-the-matter-will-be-heardprosecutor where the matter is pending, that person
may not be found in violation of subsection 1.
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
