AN ACT to provide for a legislative management study of the utilization of federal temporary assistance
for needy families block grant funding received by the state.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. LEGISLATIVE MANAGEMENT STUDY - TEMPORARY ASSISTANCE FOR NEEDY
FAMILIES BLOCK GRANT FUNDING. During the 2023-24 interim, the legislative management shall
consider studying the utilization of federal temporary assistance for needy families block grant funding
received by the state. The study must include a review of the recent history of the use of the funds and
an assessment and determination of the appropriate use of the funds for administrative costs, direct
and indirect client financial and other support, and other purposes. The legislative management shall
report its findings and recommendations, together with any legislation necessary to implement the
recommendations, to the sixty-ninth legislative assembly.
