AN ACT to provide an appropriation to the department of health and human services to reimburse child-
placing agencies for the costs of home study reports.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. APPROPRIATION - DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES - CHILD-
PLACING AGENCIES. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the general fund in the state
treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $262,000, or so much of the sum as may be
necessary, to the department of health and human services for the purpose of reimbursing nonprofit
child-placing agencies for the costs of completing home study reports under chapter 50-12, for the
biennium beginning July 1, 2023, and ending June 30, 2025.
