As drafted, the bill contains governance changes to the Western Area Water Supply Authority (WAWSA) as well as 
changes to the debt structure for WAWSA.

As drafted, the Bill contains governance changes to the Western Area Water Supply Authority (WAWSA). The Bill 
directs the transfer of the WAWSA consolidation loan (Authorized in the 2017 session) principal and accrued 
interest, to the infrastructure revolving loan fund. The Bill also adds additional principal payments on the 
infrastructure loan, when WAWSA has debt service coverage in excess of 1.10. In addition, the Bill appropriates 
money in the resources trust fund to the department of water resources, for the repayment of the accrued and 



unpaid interest on the WAWSA $25 million general fund loan, to be transferred to the general fund. In addition, the 
bill forgives the accrued and unpaid interest on the following WAWSA loans: $10 million dollar resources trust fund 
(RTF) loan, $20 million RTF loan and the $19.5 million RTF loan.

The consolidation loan is currently held in the loan portfolio of the Bank of North Dakota.

There is $1,873,287.67 of accrued and unpaid interest on the $25 million general fund loan, which the bill 
appropriates from the resources trust fund, to be applied to the accrued and unpaid and to be transferred to the 
general fund.
