The fiscal note includes assumptions based on the number of current Servicemembers attending out-of-state 
institutions (projected 60 members), as well as potential recruits to the national guard (projected 25 members) who 



would potentially utilize the program. The calculations were made off the highest North Dakota tuition rate allowed of 
$9,500.
