VALUE AND IMPACT:

NDCA thanks the legislature for the immense and positive impact your many decades of support
have had on citizens throughout the state. As you consider our 23-25 biennial budget request, please
know that you are funding the valuable work the arts do in a variety of arenas.

NDCA’s budget is comprised of appropriations for salaries (25%), operations (14%), and grants. On
average, nearly two-thirds of that budget (61%) is redirected across North Dakota through our grant
programs and partnerships. When you fund NDCA, you are providing financial support for communities
and citizens across the state — your constituents!

These in turn support:

e Major Grant Programs: Artists (Fellowships, Folk & Traditional Arts Apprenticeships &
Professional Development), arts organizations (Institutional Support & Special Projects), K-12

education (Arts in Education Residencies & Collaborations), and North Dakota communities
(Community Access Grants);
e Additional Statewide Programs: Art for Life (supporting ongoing health and wellness in care

facilities), Poetry Out Loud (the nation’s annual arts education program), Statewide Arts




Convening (biennial capacity-building for North Dakota) in conjunction with Main Street, the
Governor’s Awards for the Arts (biennial celebration of North Dakota), public exhibitions at
the State Capitol, accessibility training for organizations, and community fieldwork to build
capacity;

e Numerous partnerships with state and national nonprofits and many state agencies, including
ND Commerce, ND Tourism, ND DOT, Health & Human Services, Parks & Recreation,
Corrections, Game & Fish;

e Strategic Initiatives such as Arts Across the Prairie: Placemaking in Rural North Dakota, Native
artist professional development training, the Densmore/Lakota Song Repatriation Project, the
Tiny Print press project, and incorporating DEI and Accessibility principles across the agency.

In the first 18 months of the current biennium, individuals and organizations in 69 communities
received grant funding with impact often reaching beyond community borders. We have distributed
$1,950,539 to date through 330 unique grants across most ND counties. This includes 30 partnership

grants that have a regional or statewide reach.

In addition to state appropriations, we are federally funded by the National Endowment for the Arts
(NEA) through an Annual Partnership Award. Our federal funding has increased over recent years —
positively impacting the agency’s ability to serve the citizens of the state. This trend is very likely to
continue regardless of leading political parties. The NEA annual allocation for Federal FY23 (State FY24) is
expected is to increase by $65,000. Because ND matches these funds dollar for dollar — state money with

federal money — NDCA must receive a minimum increase of $130,000.

To be clear, that funding requires NDCA:

1. be financially supported by its State government;
match NEA dollars at least 1:1. The workload has increased, based on agency changes to be more
than just a funder. The innovative undertakings that NDCA is currently involved in are statewide
in reach — but our staff and operations haven’t grown to accommodate this. We have managed
with what we have, wearing multiple hats, but doing administrative work that takes away from
work in in the field.

WILL CUTTING THE ARTS HELP BALANCE GOVERNMENT BUDGETS?

Quite Simply, NO. The National Endowment for the Arts receives a mere 0.004% of the total

federal budget, less than one-half of one-hundredth of one percent. State arts agency appropriations,

meanwhile, constitute just 0.041% of state general fund expenditures, less than one-half of one-tenth of

one percent. Cutting this funding would not achieve any significant savings—but it would drastically harm

communities both urban and rural, wealthy and underserved. Furthermore, the arts return $27.5 billion

in tax revenue to federal, state, county and municipal governments. A strong arts sector makes it easier

for our government to balance its books. "

..direct grants do not finance the bulk of artistic activity in the

U.S.; they fill gaps, enhance arts education, nourish arts creation, assist in the presentation and delivery

of artworks, and enable preservation. "

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Awards and Recognition:

e A 560,000 Leveraging State Investment in Creative Aging grant for the Tiny Print Press Project;

e The Folk Arts and Art for Life Programs were featured in the Smithsonian Institution’s Folklife
Magazine;

e Inthe last year, NDCA stewarded the Densmore Lakota Song Repatriation project with Dakota Legacy
with private funds from The Bush Foundation;

e Arts Across the Prairie: Placemaking in Rural North Dakota, NDCA’s newest Statewide program began;

a first-of-its-kind, statewide, public art program creating large-scale rural installations that reflect the
unique history, landscape, and cultural heritage of the eight regions. This program is in collaboration
with the ND-DOT (a first) and North Dakota Tourism/Commerce;

e DEI and Special Partnerships:

o NDCA made significant progress toward cultural equity, accessibility, inclusion, and reaching
communities traditionally underserved by the arts;

o Tribal partnerships were further developed, including United Tribes Technical College. The Native
American Development Center and First People’s Fund of South Dakota partnered with NDCA to
host “Train the Trainers” in February 2022;

o Hosted a Curated Cohort (25 participants) in a three-month DEI training online.

CRITICAL ISSUES FY23 AND BIENNIUM 23-25

NDCA’s budget request endeavors to address continuing cost concerns related to:

1. State appropriations that have kept up with NEA requirements but without Agency investment for
innovation and demand from citizens;

2. An operations line item that has been repeatedly cut to 2013 appropriations; levels must increase
to accommodate inflation and use of new professional systems.

Three factors affect all NDCA costs in the coming biennium:

1. Increased salaries to support professional level of programs and workload that are currently in

place: a FTE Administrative Assistant IlI; three FT Staff will be retiring — compensation package
payouts are needed, and increased wages for new hires and crossover training;
2. Additional Operational Funds to support increases to several processes lines that affect NDCA’s

professional stature and build back operational funds due to prior cuts as well as inflation. This
includes several contractors and consultants as well as new investments in technical and
operational systems. A new strategic planning process will begin in 2024;
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3. NDCA'’s Creative Placemaking Initiative is a national model and requires additional program

funding and visibility to match private contributions. This is also true in Arts Education and

Accessibility programs.

THE FUTURE:

The agency is poised for exceptional returns on investments but has been constrained by minimal
state investment in the past. While some have placed a low value or relevance on arts and cultural
activity in the past, the pandemic made clear NDCA'’s place as critical infrastructure for North Dakota

communities. It is time that the state takes its rightful place as a leader among others across the Nation

and share the wealth of art and culture that exist in North Dakota. For the agency to strategically move

forward, to continue to bring critical funding into the state, and to support our communities in the way

they deserve, additional funds are a necessity.

If we are supported, then North Dakota can be a place where artists are valued as members of
their communities and encouraged in their creative expression; the arts are recognized as an essential
educational tool; artistic quality is honored and valued for its role as diverse community members add
richness and excitement to the lives of all citizens; a network exists through which citizens from all walks
of life are made aware of the availability of arts opportunities and benefits; and the arts are recognized
as a valuable partner in building the state's economy and enhancing daily life by other state agencies,

businesses, organizations, and the general public.

The presence of a strong state arts agency ensures that all communities—regardless of their
geographic location, political affiliation or economic status—are systematically and equitably
served. Only state arts agencies are positioned to provide strategic and equitable leadership and
support to all areas of a state.

Every state in our nation funds the arts, and we in North Dakota are extremely grateful for the
funding that comes from you, our legislators. The arts are a nonpartisan issue; what we do at NDCA

NDCA’s most recent audit (FY19-21 biennium) contained one finding — “Payroll Charged to Federal
Award Not Supported.” The majority of NDCA salary costs have been paid with general funds. COVID-
related federal funding (CARES & ARP) included salary administration allocations to handle increased
workload related to COVID-relief grants. NDCA handled these as temporary workload adjustments
and documented these adjustments based on increased tasks assigned per employee for applicable
time periods, although specific time spent on COVID work was not recorded separately. To address
this finding, NDCA worked with OMB to expand its Time and Labor reporting in Peoplesoft to track
staff time to be charged to federal programs in the future.

The budget recommended for NDCA in 23-25 contains five one-time items, all funded with general

e Leave Payout for Retiring Staff (5106,430) Three key positions will be vacated in the coming
biennium, due to retirement: Arts Education Director, Executive Director and Fiscal Officer.

e Strategic Planning Consultant ($40,000) A current strategic plan is a required to be eligible to
receive funding from the National Endowment for the Arts (NEA). During its most recent planning
process in 2020, NDCA moved from a 3-yr plan to a 5-yr plan.

NDCC Sections 54-54-08.1 and 54-54-08.2 establish the ND Cultural Endowment Fund and authorize
expenditures of interest earnings from the fund by NDCA. HB 1010 includes continuing appropriation
authority for the ND Cultural Endowment Fund in Section 2.

Laureate position, are suggested to be shifted to a set term —not in perpetuity.

There will be a request for an additional $1 million for its Arts Across the Prairie maintenance fund, to
be placed with the current endowment allocation held in RIO. This will increase the life-span
coverage of interest accrued to be utilized across the State of North Dakota for up to 50 years.

Time Administrative Assistant lll position, with benefits.

e Arts Across the Prairie ($193,000) This program will contract with a field/site manager for to
provide oversight for all 8 sites, a Videographer/photographer to document process. and a
consultant to evaluate the AAP program. Insurance coverage for all eight art installations.

e Operating Restoration, Enhancements & Inflationary Increases ($111,048) NDCA is facing
inflationary increases across its operating budget. Coupled with prior biennium cuts and new
costs in some areas, NDCA's operating budget needs shoring up. This includes increased costs for
travel, print and postage, insurance, space rental, professional fees & services including grant
panelists, contractors that assist with traveling exhibitions, video documentation and two
programs — Governor’s Awards for the Arts and the Statewide Arts Convening.

e Ongoing Service Fees ($51,400) for software services Zoom and Mail Chimp to provide greater
capacity for larger webinars, recordings, and increased focused outreach, and a CRM software
program. NDCA is committed to increased data collection and evaluation as part of its strategic
plan. A CRM program will help analyze grantee and community data in order to enhance
accessibility and inclusion across the state.

e Maximizing Visibility of Impact ($15,000) NDCA increases visibility of grants and services via
social media, print, and online mechanisms that promote the impact, breadth, and value of the
arts statewide.

e Accessibility ($17,500) All North Dakotans are better served when we, as a state agency, and our
grantees learn about and implement measures that make our offerings more inclusive and
accessible. From addressing physical access, to the needs of those with hearing or visual
challenges, to sensory-friendly performances, and the many other ways to make participation in
and interaction with the arts more inclusive, equitable, and diverse. We must be proactive and
lead by example in this area.

e Arts and Education Development ($113,535) This is focused on arts-based teaching strategies for
both artists and teachers. Recent post-pandemic partnerships with several Regional Education
Associations have witnessed an explosion of activity with artist in school residencies, after school
networks, community/school/artist partnership programs, and arts programs focused on at-risk
students. In addition, the Folk Arts programs are NDCA’s most widely successful and often
replicated. The Apprenticeship program pays homage to our cultural heritage as creative
traditions are passed on through long-term individualized training.

Three requests were submitted that were not included in the Executive Recommendation. These were for another
additional FTE and increases for Folk Arts and Community grants. NDCA is no longer pursuing these items for the 23-25
biennium.
