State Agency and
Higher Education Audits

State agencies, colleges, and universities

The work is completed by the State
Agency division of the Auditor’s Office.

The Auditor’s Office follows state law
and only charges a percentage to audit
clients for federal and special revenue
funds. These funds do not stay with the
Auditor’s Office. They are deposited into
the General Fund for the legislature to
appropriate later.

The legislature gives us General Fund
dollars for this division to function.

OPERATING
FUND

Local Government
Audits

Cities, counties, schools, etc.

The work is completed by the
Local Government division of the
Auditor’s Office.

Audit fees collected are deposited
into the Auditor’s Office operating
fund. This fund pays only for salaries
and operating expenses for the
Local Government division.

No money is given to the Auditor’s
Office for this division to function.
The legislature gives us the
authority to spend the money this
division earns through a special fund
appropriation.
