Chairman Klemin and Committee members, thank you for the opportunity to provide
information regarding the charitable gaming industry of North Dakota. | am submitting
testimony in support of Senate Bill 2336.

My name is Don Santer, | represent the North Dakota Association for the Disabled
(NDAD). NDAD is a statewide charity that for over 47 years has been dedicated to
improving the quality of life for persons with disabilities. NDAD pays for most of its
services with charitable gaming funds.

Senate Bill 2336 is intended to cleanup language in century code concerning eligible
uses of net proceeds.

3. The eligible uses in subsection 2 do not include the erection, acquisition, property
taxes, special assessments, improvement, maintenance, or repair of real property
owned or leased by an organization unless the real property is used exclusively for
an eligible use or, by a veterans organization, or for office or storage space under
subsection 4.

A recent reinterpretation to sub section 3 concerning the phrase, “used exclusively for
an eligible use...” has caused concerning issues for my organization. The word
exclusively has been interpreted to mean no activity related to gaming at all. This
includes storage of gaming supplies, gaming accounting activity, office space for
gaming employees, payroll, and management activities for gaming employees. This is
a drastic change in interpretation of the same wording gaming charities and the gaming
division from the office of attorney general have used for more than thirty years. Itis
such an extreme change in interpretation, the gaming division sent a letter informing
organizations they would not enforce the new interpretation until August of 2023. This
delay in enforcement was intended to give us a chance to clean up the wording during
the 2023 legislative session.

For more than 30 years the interpretation and practice has been you cannot “conduct
gaming” or have actual gaming activity at a physical location (site). That is the reason
veteran’s groups are excluded and fraternal organizations are working for the same
exception. They “conduct” gaming in the same buildings where their eligible use dollars
are intended to be spent.

Most charitable gaming organizations, including NDAD, conduct gaming in separate
leased bar space. The real property we spend eligible use funds on are office type
buildings in which we operate our charitable purpose activities. To run our
organizations efficiently, we have offices for gaming managers, storage space for
gaming supplies, and utilize the same accountants, payroll professionals, and upper
management staff for both our charitable activity and gaming administration.



The recent reinterpretation will require charities to rent alternate office and storage
locations as well as separate and find alternate accounting and payroll staff. This would
be an incredible waste of resources, add massive additional expense, and will be
difficult to accomplish considering the lack of labor force.

North Dakota charitable gaming has methodically and responsibly grown over the past
40 years into a reputable industry benefitting nearly every city and county across this
great state. We have a successful highly regulated system for charitable gaming to
benefit charitable missions that serve your local communities.

This is why | am asking you to consider a Do Pass recommendation on SB 2336.
