For the record, I am John Bradley, executive director of the North Dakota Wildlife 

Federation. I’m here today representing our thousands of members in 15 affiliated 

wildlife and sportsmen’s clubs across North Dakota that make up the North Dakota 

Wildlife Federation.   

 

The North Dakota Wildlife Federation opposes HB 1414. NDWF has a strong 

track record of defending resident hunting rights from bills that look to expand 

non-resident hunting in the state.  

 

We believe that the current non-resident license fees are fair and well established. 

With North Dakota’s small game licenses one of the lowest in the region, another 

license should not be created to accommodate additional small game hunting 

opportunities for nonresidents. 

 

NDWF also believes that this would create an administrative nightmare for the 

licensing section of the Game & Fish Department and would be very hard for 

North Dakota’s conservation officers to enforce.
