Please note that
several programs support crime victim witness services pro-bono, even
though conftracts for these advocacy services are administered
through county stafe’s attorney offices.

Domestic Violence Offender Treatment

(currently $300K per biennium)

* Requesting $1.45M/biennium, executive/recommended budget:
$700,000

Supervised Visitation and Exchange

(currently $425K per biennium)

* Requesting $2.2M/biennium, executive/recommended budget: $0

Sexual Violence Prevention Funds

(currently $200K per biennium)

* Requesting $S4M/biennium, executive/recommended budget: S0

* Allocations for this are currently significantly under resourced. The fund
also does not provide for domestic violence prevention needs.
Enhancing this fund’s flexibility and capacity would offer significant
savings to ND.
