People have the right to identify how they they want in their private
lives, but public policy and the protection of rights must be based on
objective reality, not subjective ideology. Males cannot be women no
matter how hard they may try, and therefore they should never be
given access to female-only spaces and opportunities. This
resolution is a much-needed recognition of women’s sex-based rights
and therefore, | urge a do pass recommendation for HCR 3010.
