As an educator, I'd
like to share that I have all these rights in North Dakota directly in part to the wise
actions of the ND legislature over many years. Bills very similar to this have been put
forth in 26 states and have passed in few states that needed the addition to code such as
Georgia, Louisiana, and Florida to name a few. However, in states where they have very
open sunshine laws and open doors to public schools similarly to North Dakota the need

to amend their state laws has been determined to adequately cover the request from the

bill.

While it is not uncommon for us to see bills introduced based on concern from national
narrative, it is important to reflect on what is currently in action in our state before

amendments to century code are made.
