SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 15.1-09 of the North Dakota Century Code is created

and enacted as follows:

SECTION 2. APPROPRIATION - SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC INSTRUCTION -

HUMAN TRAFFICKING AND EXPLOITATION PREVENTION AND AWARENESS
EDUCATION. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the general fund in the state treasury,
not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $48,000, or so much of the sum as may be necessary, to
the superintendent of public instruction for the purpose of implementing human trafficking and
exploitation prevention and awareness education, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2025, and

ending June 30, 2027.
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
