A BILL for an Act to amend and reenact section 32-15-06 of the North Dakota Century Code,
relating to the surveying process during eminent domain proceedings; and to declare an

emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 32-15-06 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

32-15-06. Entry for making surveys.

In all cases whenin which land is required for public use, the person er-eerperation; or the

SECTION 2. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
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
