BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 32-15-06 of the North Dakota Century Code is
amended and reenacted as follows:

32-15-06. Entry for making surveys.

In all cases whenrin which land is required for public use, the person ercerperation; or the
