AN ACT to amend and reenact section 61-16.2-12 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to state
property constructed in a floodplain.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 61-16.2-12 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended and
reenacted as follows:

61-16.2-12. State property.

Notwithstanding any other statutesstatute or regulationsregulation, all state property and structures
thereon—shall-beon state property are subject to the provisions of this chapter and any ordinances
adopted pursuanttounder this chapter or the national flood insurance program [42 U.S.C. 4001 et seq.].
The appropriate state agency or entity having an interest in state property and state structures shall

notify the department when state property or structures are constructed within a special flood hazard
area designated by the federal emergency management agency.
