Summer Teacher Training Institute 4 day training for 40 in-person teachers
Space Rental $1,600 Meeting rooms for 4 days, plus AV ($400/day x 4)
Congressional Scholar Honorarium $3,200 $800 x 4
Congressional Scholar Travel $2,000 Roundtrip coach class airfare $700 x 2 + milleage $200 x 2 = 400 (2 in-state scholars + 2 out-of-state scholars)
Congressional Scholar Hotel $1,800 $150 x 4 x 3 nights
Congressional Scholar Meals $896 $56/day x4 scholars x 4 days
Mentor Teacher Honorarium $2,000 $500 x 4
Classroom set of textbooks & supplemental materials for 20 classrooms $32,000 $40/book x 800 books  (for new classrooms and to replace worn books)
Mileage for teachers $7,236 36 out of town teachers x $0.67/mile x 300 miles (average)
Hotel for teachers $16,200 36 out of town teachers x $150 x 3 nights
