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Corn production in North Dakota was once
concentrated in the southeastern corner of the starte,
but is now statewide. This surge in production is
the result of new higher-yielding, early maturing
varieties, the need for crop diversification and the
growth of the state’s ethanol industry.

Most corn grown in the state is corn for grain,

also known as “field corn,” used for livestock feed,
sweetener and ethanol.

Researchers continue to find and develop new uses
for corn, such as fabrics, tires, cleaning products,
resins and solvents.

Corn is believed to be one of the first agriculrural
crops grown in North Dakota. More than 300 years
ago, the women of agricultural tribes of Native
Americans (Mandan, Arileara, and Hidatsa) raised
corn along with beans, squash and tobacco in their
gardens in the Upper Missouri Valley.
