The adjutant general may accept funds including private and federal, to match state funds for
the construction of a North Dakota military gallery during the period beginning with the
effective date of this Act and ending June 30, 2027. The adjutant general, with the approval of
the governor, has entered into an agreement with the state historical society for the 
construction of a new facility, the renovation of an existing property, and the operations and
maintenance of a military gallery.

Emergency The Critical Infrastructure State Match, Next Generation Leader Program, Civil Air Patrol SIRN 
Upgrade and the STORM Act funding are declared to be emergency measures.
