RESOLUTION SUPPORTING MINNESOTA ENTITIES REQUEST
FOR FUNDING FROM THE MINNESOTA LEGISLATURE

WHEREAS, the City of Moorhead and Clay County, Minnesota, are Member Entities of
the Metro Flood Diversion Authority (the Authority); and

WHEREAS, the City of Moorhead is one of the three Non-Federal Sponsors of the
