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Dear Chairman Heinert and honorable members of the House Education Committee,  
 
North Dakota Family Alliance Legislative Action would like to testify in support of Senate Bill 2241 and 
respectfully request that you would render a “DO PASS” on this bill. 
 
North Dakota is one of five states that does not yet offer charter schools. The very first charter school opened 
in St. Paul, Minnesota in 19921 and now 45 states offer them to their citizens with nationwide enrollment at 
3.7 million students as of Fall 2021.2 Because charter schools are by definition public schools according to the 
National Charter School Resource Center and must remain tuition-free3, they have surged in popularity.  
 
Educational options are in high demand nationwide as parents seek out the best opportunities for their 
children. Charter schools offer innovative and specialized educational programs tailored to the needs of 
specific student populations which provide more choices for families. Charter schools have greater curriculum 
flexibility than standard public schools and can offer emphasis in areas like math and science, classical 
education, fine arts, or language immersion. We support the creation of charter schools in North Dakota, as it 
gives families more options as they consider the best educational fit for their children and circumstances. 
 
For these reasons, North Dakota Family Alliance Legislative Action respectfully requests that you please vote 
Senate Bill 2241 out of committee with a “DO PASS” recommendation.
