e The third leading cause of death for an American Indian/Alaska Native youth 1-24 years old
in 2020 was homicide.

e 97% of Al/AN women and 90% of Al/AN men reported that they had a non-Al/AN assaulter
in their lifetime.

¢ 1in 3 American Indian and Alaska Native women have experienced rape or sexual assault in
their lifetime.

These statistics are alarming. The MMIP movement is slowly gaining momentum, this has been a
problem for decades. Now that we know better, we need to do better.
