AddiƟonally, who is going to collect this informaƟon?  Where is this going to be stored?  Who is going to 
have access to our personal informaƟon that is being collected?   

Line 10. The Secretary of State shall adopt rules and prescribe the forms.  This bill is not complete.  You 
are asking for something to be put into Century Code that is open ended. 

Line 11. Subject to the rules adopted by the Secretary of State- what rules, again these are unforeseen.  
And then it states that the registraƟon is permanent.  Even if you move?  What if I move out of state?  
What are the rules for voter registraƟon if I move, but I’m only gone for 8 months and then I come back 
to a ND residence and its between elecƟons? Can I sƟll vote?  Permanent would mean that I am sƟll 
registered.   

Your bill is too vague, if you really want this to be bill, but again, I 100% disagree with voter registraƟon.
