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Chairman Schauer and GVA committee,

my name is Steve Vetter from district 18 which is Grand Forks along the Red River to
Manvel.

This is study bill the proposes to wages. Pay levels of state employees and history of
pay levels, comparing state wages with private sector wages. The use of equity funding
and bonuses to retain employees. Consideration of the payment of prevailing wage for
state jobs, consideration of wages paid when awarding state contracts.

We hear different stories on how well state employees are getting paid, but what are
facts. Future legislative bodies would benefit and would be able to make more
informed decisions with accurate and up to date information.

Let’s look at the history and then have comparisons with the private sector. In this way
we will also be able to compare bonuses and compensation with the private

sector. Certain jobs may need additional incentives to retain employees especially for
the financial investment jobs and the attorneys in legislative counsel and the attorney
general’s office.

What about the workers who work on state jobs? We tell people we want to invest in
North Dakota. What better way to invest in North Dakota than to invest in workers that
work on state projects. Paying prevailing wage allows local workers to work on those
projects instead of out of state workers. And lastly, should we consider wage levels
when awarding contracts for state jobs. You heard the criteria on a bill earlier today.
Shouldn’t that be a consideration.

Members of the committee, this would be a great study to get future legislators needed
information.
