The initiative process, which allows 
citizens to propose amendments, is meant to empower the people to bring 
about change. Raising the threshold could undermine this process by making 
it harder for citizens to amend the constitution on their own. Increasing the 
approval threshold could disproportionately disadvantage grassroots 
movements, or efforts by less-funded groups to propose constitutional 
amendments.
