No one ever wants to get a diagnosis of cancer. However, getting one in your childbearing years or
one for your child can be even more concerning, as treatments have the risk of causing infertility.
Often patients are referred quickly to the fertility clinic to discuss their options (freezing eggs for
females, sperm for males, or possibly embryos for a couple). The cost of doing this is overwhelming
and added on top of their worries about cancer and how they are going to be able to pay for those,
too. Having insurance coverage for people who need to utilize fertility preservation will help give
them a sense of calm that is needed during such a difficult time.
