I am writing to strongly urge you to vote in opposition to HB 1373, which aims to redefine a
“human being” to include an “unborn child” from the moment of fertilization. This change
would have severe implications on reproductive health, the ability to utilize IVF to start a
family, and much more. This bill is too vague and too dangerous to pass.

This bill lays out what they’re willing to make exceptions for: spontaneous miscarriage, acts
during diagnostic medical testing, and a procedure undertaken to save a mother’s life.
None of those three things cover the life-threatening condition of an ectopic pregnancy,
which can be deadly if left untreated. This is beyond anyone's control and does not fall
under any of the protected categories listed above. In addition to ectopic preghancies, this
bill would essentially eliminate the ability to utilize IVF as an option to help them achieve
pregnancy. This bill is too unclear that medical teams are not going to want to risk their
license and the possibility of getting criminally charged due to the ambiguous way this bill
was written.
