We stand
in opposition of House Bill 1493.

Labor availability has been identified as the top business concern facing companies in North
Dakota. In our 2024 ND Economics and Employer Survey of our membership, 70% of respondents
indicated they were having trouble hiring employees.

We feel that the Office of Legal Immigration can be a valuable tool to help connect employers
with immigrants and New Americans that here legally in the country and seeking to enter the
workforce. This past biennium, a number of steps have been taken to set the Office up.
Eliminating it before it has had an opportunity to be fully functional would be premature.
